KY Legislative Ethics Commission

January 7, 2015
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 169, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the December 16, 2014 meeting.  Vice-Chair Freibert moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Mrs. Crittenden updated the Commission on the estimate COT submitted to update forms, desktop application, searchable register and the online filing system for employers and legislative agents.  Mr. Stephens made a motion to allow Chairman Troutman to approve the COT estimate once he’s spoken to them for clarification. Durr seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Judge Wilhoit presented an article written by Senator John Schickel in The Kentucky Gazette. The Commission instructed Judge Wilhoit to write a response to this article.

Judge Wilhoit informed the Commission he had prepared and mailed a draft informal opinion to them regarding 527 organizations.  Since no one objected to the opinion, it will be mailed out by Commission staff.  The Commission agreed.

 Judge Wilhoit presented a draft informal opinion regarding the reporting of advertising by employers of legislative agents (lobbyists) and whether a lobbyist can host or co-host a fundraising event for a candidate or General Assembly member.  There was no objection to this opinion.  Commission staff will mail it out.
