KY Legislative Ethics Commission

January 8, 2020
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 11 a.m. in Room 154, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 
Chairman Wilhoit said House Speaker David Osborne appointed Michael Noftsger to fill an unexpired four-year term ending in 2023. Judge Wilhoit administered the oath of office.

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the November 12, 2019 meeting. Mrs. Freibert made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. Baugh seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mrs. Hendrix presented the staff report. She said the budget is on track and in good standing. Mrs. Hendrix also stated many informal advisory opinions had been written since the last meeting and they are included in the board books.

Mrs. Dennis informed the Commission she wrote letters to both political parties about due diligence procedures during fund raising events relative to contributions from lobbyists.
Mrs. Hendrix updated the Commission on the status of the Schickel case. The Supreme Court of the United States denied Senator Schickel’s request for an appeal.  

Mrs. Hendrix presented the draft Ethics bill, House Bill 168, pre-filed by Representative Kim Moser.

The next meeting is scheduled for February 11, 2020. There being no further business, Mr. Baugh made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Nicholas seconded the motion. All were in favor.
