KY Legislative Ethics Commission

September 26, 2006
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 169 of the Capitol Annex.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the August 8, 2006 meeting. Judge Gudgel moved and Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into executive session to discuss pending complaints.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Scott seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

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Judge Wilhoit discussed draft formal opinion OLEC 06-02 about whether the Commission can set a limitation on the amount of campaign contributions one candidate can receive from a Caucus Campaign Committee.  Judge Gudgel made a motion to approve OLEC 06-02 as written.  Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion. All were in favor.
