FACTUAL SUMMARY:


A state organization registered with the Commission as an "employer" of a "legislative agent" has in the past made available to the members of the General Assembly a publication on tax issues relating to legislators.

QUESTION PRESENTED:


May the organization make the tax publication available to members of the General Assembly?

OPINION:


KRS 6.611(2)(b)(5)(6) provides that "informational" or "promotional items" as well as "educational items" are excluded from the definition of "anything of value" under the Code of Ethics.  The publication in question would fall within these exclusions and could properly be distributed to all members of the General Assembly.
