The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 

10:30 a.m. in Room 327 of the Capitol Building.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the December 13, 2005 meeting. Mr. Fulkerson moved and Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit discussed a draft formal opinion about whether a legislative agent could run for office in the General Assembly while actively lobbying.  The Commission voted to amend the draft opinion to include the federal law that applies to this situation, then release the opinion as OLEC 06-01.  Congressman Mazzoli moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit reported that 2006 draft legislation relating to legislative ethics appears to be moving along with several legislators offering to sponsor it.
