The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:00 a.m. in Room 111, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 8, 2014 meeting.  Ms. Durr moved and Ms. Freibert seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.
