Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

March 8, 2011
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 129 Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 5, 2011 meeting.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mr. White seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Anthony Wilhoit discussed the ongoing audit of an employer of a lobbyist.  Commission staff has received all documents and are currently reviewing them for accuracy.  Staff will submit a report on their findings at the next Commission meeting.
Donnita Crittenden informed the Commission that all Financial Disclosure forms, required to be filed by legislators, have been received, reviewed and are being placed on the Commission website.
Chairman Troutman asked staff to update the Commission on Senator Julie Denton’s absence from several recent Current Issues Seminars.  Although she has missed several sessions, she reports that she has viewed the videos of the missed sessions.  The Commission asked staff to have Senator Denton appear at the next meeting in April.
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Chairman Troutman acknowledged receipt of the State Auditor’s report concerning Mountain Water District and referred it to Enforcement Counsel to review and take whatever action, if any, he deems appropriate.  The Enforcement Counsel will then report his findings to the Commission.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss a pending complaint.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mrs. Henn made a motion to dismiss complaint 11-LEC-01, filed by Douglas E. Jones, for failure to state a violation of the Ethics Code.  Mrs. Scott seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
