KY Legislative Ethics Commission

May 10, 2005

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission (KLEC) held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 A.M. in Room 113 of the Capitol Annex.

House Speaker Jody Richards has appointed former Congressman Romano Mazzoli to succeed Judge Charles Lester whose term expired on April 30, 2005.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit administered the oath of office to all new members.

Chairman Troutman opened the floor to anyone wishing to speak to the Commission about 2005 Senate Bill 112.  Representative Damron and Senator Thayer addressed the Commission regarding the language of 2005 Senate Bill 112 relating to caucus campaign committees raising money for political campaigns.
