Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

June 14, 2005

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission (KLEC) held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 A.M. in Room 113 of the Capitol Annex.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice Chair Rebecca Tomblinson, Ann Henn, Judge Paul D. Gudgel, Lloyd Clapp, Norma Scott, Congressman Romano Mazzoli and Bob Fulkerson.

Commissioners Absent:  Trib Ball.
LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Connie Evans, Donnita Crittenden, John Schaaf and Lee Rowland.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the May 10, 2005 meeting.  Congressman Mazzoli moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Donnita Crittenden updated the Commission on the status of electronic filing of registration statements by employers and legislative agents.  Kentucky.gov is working closely with LEC staff creating this new addition to the office web site.  Electronic filing should be available to the public on January 1, 2006.

John Schaaf discussed the recommended changes to the Code of Ethics that will be submitted to the Legislative Research Commission on July 1st as required by KRS 6.666(17).  The Commission advised staff to submit the recommended changes to the LRC as written.
The Commission then discussed 2005 Senate Bill 112 as it relates to caucus campaign committees raising money for political campaigns.  The Commission directed staff to prepare a formal advisory opinion incorporating the decision of the Commission that legislators may not solicit funds for such committees from legislative agents and agents may not contribute to them.  The opinion will be circulated before it’s release.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into executive session to discuss a possible complaint and personnel issues.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mrs. Henn moved and Mr. Clapp seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to approve the same three percent cost of living adjustment for the staff of the Commission as has been given to all other state employees.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn. Judge Gudgel moved and Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 12, 2005, at 10:00 a.m.
