KY Legislative Ethics Commission

August 8, 2005

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission (KLEC) held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 A.M. in Room 111 of the Capitol Annex.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the June 14, 2005 meeting.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Donnita Crittenden updated the Commission on the status of electronic filing of registration statements by employers and legislative agents. This process is running smoothly and electronic filing should be available on January 1, 2006.
