Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

September 6, 2011
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 149 Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice-Chair Pat Freibert, Judge David Barber, Deborah Jo Durr, Bob Fulkerson, Judge Paul Gudgel, Ann Henn, Norma Scott and Ray B. White.
LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Donnita Crittenden, Connie Evans, Michael Malone and John Schaaf.

Guests Present:  Daniel Logsdon, Kentucky Democratic Party, Scott Barber.
Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the August 16, 2011 meeting.  Mrs. Durr moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss a pending complaint.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Judge Barber made a motion to adopt the definition of “gross income” of the US Internal Revenue Code as the Commission’s definition for purposes of reporting to the Commission.  Mrs. Durr seconded the motion. After a brief discussion, Judge Barber amended his motion to adopt the Kentucky Revenue Cabinet’s definition of “gross income”.  All were in favor of the motion as amended.  The Commission instructed staff to circulate a formal opinion on this issue to the Commission for approval.
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Judge Gudgel made a motion that the Commission find probable cause in complaint 11-LEC-04, Daniel Logsdon v. Senator David Williams.  Mrs. Durr seconded the motion.  A voice vote was unclear so Chairman Troutman called for a roll call vote.  Four members voted in favor of the motion and five members voted against the motion.  The Chairman then announced that the complaint would be dismissed as a result of the finding of no probable cause to believe any violation had occurred.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn. Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor. The next meeting is scheduled for October 11, 2011.
