Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

September 8, 2015
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 129 of the Capitol Annex in Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the June 9, 2015 meeting.  Vice-Chair Freibert moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss a pending court case. Mr. Stephens moved and Mr. Winters seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session. Mr. Stephens moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Mr. Stephens made a motion for the Commission to issue a Resolution demanding the Attorney General enter his appearance on behalf of the members of the Legislative Ethics Commission in the case styled Sen. John Schickel et al. v. Craig Dilger et al., filed in U.S. District Court in the Eastern District in Covington (Civil Action No. 2:15-CV-155-DLB-JGW), and requesting the Attorney General’s response by Friday, September 11, 2015.  Judge Gudgel seconded the motion. All were in favor.
John Schaaf discussed whether legislators can ask lobbyists to help them raise money for campaigns by forwarding invitations received by email on to their employers.  The Commission asked John to discuss this issue in the next newsletter issued by the Commission.  
With no other business, Vice-Chair Freibert made a motion to adjourn.  Judge Gudgel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
