KY Legislative Ethics Commission

September 10, 2013
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 129, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the July 9, 2013 meeting. Mr.  Fulkerson moved and Judge Barber seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Donnita Crittenden informed the Commission about audits being conducted by staff.  A random list of employers and lobbyists has been generated with letters being mailed soon.  Audits will begin in approximately four weeks.

Judge Wilhoit discussed House Resolution 29 approved on August 22, 2013 by the House of Representatives.  The Resolution encourages sexual harassment training during the annual Current Issues Seminar for legislators in January of each year.
