Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

December 4, 2007
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. at the Commission Office located at 22 Mill Creek Park in Frankfort, Ky.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Trib Ball, Bob Fulkerson, Judge Paul Gudgel, Ann Henn, Congressman Romano Mazzoli and Norma Scott.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the October 9, 2007 meeting.  Congressman Mazzoli moved and Mrs. Scott seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked the Commission to review the 2006-2007 Annual Report.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to approve the Annual Report as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit discussed the LEC budget with the Commission.  After reviewing the budget, it was determined that the LEC is in good standing.

Donnita Crittenden discussed the electronic filing application being completed by Ky.gov.  She informed the Commission that Ky.gov had not made any further progress on the project.  The Commission instructed staff to send a letter to Ky.gov to get a projected date of completion.  

John Schaaf discussed the LEC proposed legislation.  Representative Mike Cherry has agreed to sponsor the LEC bill in the 2008 General Assembly.
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John Schaaf told the Commission about the upcoming 2008 Current Issues Seminar for General Assembly members.  A panel of five has been assembled to discuss “Ethics in the Legislative Process and Public Perception – Frankfort to Washington, D.C.”  The panel includes Sarah Jackson, President-elect of COGEL and Executive Director of the Registry of Election Finance; Al Cross, Director of the Institute for Rural Journalism and Community Issues; Ed Pease, Senior Vice-President of Government Relations for Rolls-Royce of North America; Tim Feeley, former Representative and now Oldham Circuit/Family Court Judge; and Carolyn Belcher, former Representative and now the Bath County Judge/Executive.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into executive session to discuss personnel issues.  Mrs. Scott moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
