KY Legislative Ethics Commission

December 8, 2015
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. at Holly Hill Inn in Midway, Kentucky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the September 8, 2015 meeting.  Vice-Chair Freibert moved and Mr. Borders seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman informed Commission members that the KLEC needs to hire a part-time person for Session work.  The Commission advised staff to offer Connie Evans a part-time job. 

Chairman Troutman discussed installing an electronic access control panel on the Commission’s office door.  All Commission members agreed and instructed staff to get this installed.
Mrs. Durr made a motion for the Commission to approve an Order accepting an agreement under which John Arnold will dismiss his Franklin Circuit Court appeal and the Commission will accept a payment of $1,500 from Arnold, thereby closing cases 13-LEC-02, 03 and 04.  Mr. Stephens seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Chairman Troutman discussed and updated the Commission on the lawsuit filed by Sen. John Schickel in U.S. District Court.
Mr. Borders announced he is resigning from the Commission effective immediately to take a job with U.S. Sen. Rand Paul.
