Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

December 14, 2011
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. at the Commission Office, 22 Mill Creek Park, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the October 11, 2011 meeting.  Judge Barber moved and Mrs. Durr seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Donnita Crittenden presented the staff report.  She informed the Commission she has been working with COT to create and implement an electronic filing system for legislators to file their Financial Disclosure Statements.  This system should be up and running by January 13, 2012.

Donnita Crittenden and John Schaaf informed the Commission they attended the Council on Governmental Ethics Laws (COGEL) Conference in Nashville, Tennessee. Both were speakers on a panel discussing the Commission’s electronic filing system for employers and legislative agents.
Anthony Wilhoit discussed the draft opinion OLEC 11-01 dealing with the definition of “gross income” on the Financial Disclosure Statement filed by legislators. The Commission instructed Mr. Wilhoit to refine the draft with the help of Judge Gudgel and Judge Barber.  They will present it at the next meeting in January.
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Anthony Wilhoit suggested the Commission conduct a study with the University of Kentucky about legislative lobbying in Kentucky pursuant to KRS 6.666(14 & 15).  The Commission asked Mr. Wilhoit to put together a proposal for the next meeting.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Durr seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
