KY Legislative Ethics Commission

April 27, 2004

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:00 A.M. in Room 131 of the Capitol Annex.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the March 9, 2004 meeting.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit updated the Commission on the administrative fines collected in 2004.  The total amount of collected fines decreased this year.  The fine process seems to be working.  Employers and legislative agents have started to file their reports on time.

Judge Wilhoit discussed the Governor’s Office for Technology’s cost estimate to re-write the Commission’s database.  The Commission approved the estimate and instructed staff to move forward with the project.

Judge Wilhoit informed the Commission of the upcoming conferences this year.  NCSL is scheduled for July 18-25 in Salt Lake City, COGEL is scheduled for December in San Francisco, and SLC is scheduled for August 14-18 in Little Rock.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss a formal opinion and a pending complaint.  Mr. Clapp moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of Executive Session.  Mrs. Tomblinson moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mrs. Tomblinson moved to formalize an informal opinion regarding basketball tickets given to legislators by a state university.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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Judge Gudgel made a motion to re-elect Rebecca Tomblinson as vice chairman to the Commission.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Judge Gudgel made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman to the Commission.  Dr. Moseley seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
