Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

May 11, 2004

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:00 A.M. in Room 131 of the Capitol Annex.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice Chair Rebecca Tomblinson, Ann B. Henn, Judge Paul D. Gudgel, Lloyd Clapp , Bob Fulkerson, and Dr. Doug Moseley.

Commissioners Absent:  Judge Charles B. Lester and Joe Lane Travis

LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Connie Evans, Lee Rowland and Donnita Crittenden.

Chairman George Troutman called the meeting to order.  He stated that Senator David Williams had appointed Bob Fulkerson to the Commission for a four-year term.  Mr. Fulkerson replaced Commissioner Pat Freibert.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit administered the oath of office.

Judge Anthony M. Wilhoit noted that Speaker Jody Richards had re-appointed Judge Paul D. Gudgel to another four-year term.  He administered the oath of office to Judge Gudgel.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the April 27, 2004 meeting.  Mr. Clapp moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit presented the final draft of Opinion OLEC 04-02 to the Commission as instructed.  The opinion states that a legislator may accept tickets to an out-of-state ballgame from a state institution of higher education which employs a legislative agent provided the ballgame is sponsored or coordinated by the state institution and the legislator receives prior approval from a majority of the Legislative Research Commission to attend the event.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss a pending complaint.  Mr. Clapp moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of Executive Session.  Mr. Clapp moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Upon returning from Executive Session, Mr. Clapp moved to dismiss a complaint filed by Representative Kathy Stein against Robyn Williams for violation of KRS 6.807 for intentional failure to register with the Commission within seven (7) days of engagement.  Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  A written order was prepared and signed on behalf of the Commission by Chairman Troutman.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to authorize Judge Wilhoit to hire a legal counsel for the Legislative Ethics Commission.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, June 8, 2004, at 10:00 A.M.  There being no further business, Mr. Clapp moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to adjourn.  All were in favor.
