KY Legislative Ethics Commission

May 13, 2008
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:00 a.m. in Room 129 of the Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Trib Ball, Bob Fulkerson, Judge Paul Gudgel, Ann Henn and Norma Scott.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  He stated that Senator David Williams had re-appointed Bob Fulkerson to the Commission for a four-year term.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit administered the oath of office to Mr. Fulkerson.
Judge Anthony M. Wilhoit noted that Speaker Jody Richards had re-appointed Judge Paul D. Gudgel to another four-year term.  He administered the oath of office to Judge Gudgel.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 9, 2008 meeting.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Scott seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to elect the chairman and vice-chairman for the Commission.  Judge Gudgel made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman and Rebecca Tomblinson as vice chairman to the Commission.  Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Donnita Crittenden discussed the electronic filing application being completed by Ky.gov.  The online application was up and running on January 15, 2008, however, due to problems with the application, it has been shut down and no date has been set to re-instate the program.  COT has prepared a cost estimate to write an electronic filing application for our office.
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Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into executive session to discuss pending complaints.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Judge Gudgel made a motion to approve the Order of Dismissal tendered by staff in complaint 08-LEC-02, Republican Party of Kentucky v. Representative Jody Richards, Representative Joni Jenkins and Representative Tim Firkins, as written.  Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn.  Mrs. Scott moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
