Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

June 10, 2003

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 9:00 a. m. in Room 113 of the Capitol Annex.

Chairman George Troutman called the meeting to order.  He stated that Joe Lane Travis had been appointed to the Commission for a four-year term by Senator David Williams.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit administered the oath of office.

Chairman Troutman asked Anthony Wilhoit to briefly discuss the complaint and investigation procedures.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the April 8, 2003 meeting.  Mrs. Henn moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded a motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a staff report.  Peggy Williams reported that the Commission office would be purchasing a new updated facsimile machine to handle the volume of forms received during a legislative session.

Peggy Williams informed the Commission of the upcoming conferences that deal specifically with Ethics issues.  NCSL is scheduled for July 21-25 in San Francisco, CA and COGEL is scheduled for September 21-24, 2003 in Austin, TX.
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Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters, pending complaints and a formal opinion.  Mrs. Tomblinson moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of Executive Session.  Mrs. Tomblinson moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion regarding the complaint filed by Representative Kathy Stein against Senator Virgil Moore.  Commissioner Gudgel moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded a motion stating that no violation of KRS 6.731(3) and (5) was found but there was probable cause to believe that a violation of KRS 6.731(1) of the Ethics Code might have occurred.  Five members voted in favor of the motion and two members voted against the motion.  The motion carried. A formal adjudicatory hearing on the matter was set for the next meeting.  The executive director was directed to prepare an order encompassing the action of the Commission with respect to this complaint.

There being no further business, Mrs. Tomblinson moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to adjourn.  The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 8, 2003 at 10:00 a.m.  All were in favor.
