Minutes

Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission

June 13, 2000


The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:00 a. m. in Room 113 of the Capitol Annex.


Present were:  Lloyd Clapp, Pat Freibert, Ann B. Henn, Clarence Jackson, Judge Michael McDonald, John Shepherd, Rebecca Tomblinson, George Troutman, and Judge Charles Bruce Lester.

Judge Lester called the meeting to order and introduced the newest Commission member, Pat Freibert.  Mrs. Freiber was appointed to the Commission for a four-year term by President of the Senate David Williams.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Executive Director, administered the oath of office.


Judge Lester asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the May meetings.  Mr. Troutman moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  All were in favor.


Judge Lester asked Mr. Troutman for his comments on the budget statement for the period ending April 30, 2000.  Mr. Troutman recommended that the report be approved.


Judge Lester asked for a staff activities report.  Judge Wilhoit stated that Commissioner Jackson had been reappointed for another four-year term by Speaker Jody Richards.  He said that it has been indicated that Mr. Clapp will be reappointed by LRC at its July meeting.


Judge Wilhoit stated that he and Paula Pabon, Legal Counsel, had made a presentation during an ethics CLE session hosted by LRC. 
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Peggy Williams reported that she had attended another conference planning meeting for COGEL in Tampa.  She said that Kentucky's plans for the conference in 2001 had been heartily received and that some members of the Steering Committee would be meeting in Kentucky in September to inspect the conference site.  She also stated that reservations are already coming in for the Tampa meeting in December and that Commission members should make their reservations as soon as possible.  Plans are being made to host a reception in Tampa inviting everyone to KY.


Judge Lester asked for a motion to enter into Executive Session.  Mr. Clapp moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to enter into Executive Session.  All were in favor.


Upon returning from Executive Session, Mr. Troutman moved that Allstate Insurance, represented by Lori Brouse at the meeting, be fined $1000 for failure to file updated registration statements and that a procedure to insure the timely filing of reporting forms be submitted to the Commission.  Judge McDonald seconded the motion and all were in favor.  The motion carried.


There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned until July 11, 2000.
