Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

September 10, 2002

Chairman George Troutman called the regular meeting of the Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission to order on Tuesday, September 10, 2002, at 10:00 a.m. in room 113 of the Capitol Annex.

Chairman George Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the July 9, 2002 meeting.  Dr. Moseley moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded a motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Peggy Williams reported to the Commission that she, Jim Swain, LRC Director of Technology, and Donnita Crittenden had met with the Governors Office of Technology for two days to discuss electronic updating to the LEC web site.  Mr. Clapp made a motion to accept the contract with GOT and to proceed with updating the LEC web site.  Judge Charles Lester seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit presented a request from a newspaper publisher and others.  They suggested LEC staff should enter individual Legislative Agent’s salaries into the database.  The Commission has instructed the staff to postpone any new changes due to budget restraints and current work being done to our web site and database.  This request may be considered at a later date.

Judge Wilhoit stated that Connie Evans, Administrative Assistant, had been working diligently at archiving records at the LEC office.  The records archived included all Legislative Agent forms and Employer forms filed from 1993 through 1999.  These records will be stored at the Library and Archives until 2011 at which point they will be destroyed.
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Chairman Troutman stated that Clarence Jackson resigned his position as Commissioner of the Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission effective August 30, 2002.  He has been appointed to a position on the Boyd County Commission.  Speaker Jody Richards will appoint his replacement.

Chairman Troutman entertained a motion to go into Executive Session to determine whether there is probable cause to proceed with a complaint.  Mr. Clapp moved and Judge Lester seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Upon returning from Executive Session, Judge Lester moved to dismiss a complaint filed against Senator Charlie Borders due to lack of probable cause.  Mr. Clapp seconded the motion, all were in favor.

There being no further business, Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to adjourn.  The next meeting will be held on Wednesday, October 9th, at 10:00 a.m. in the Capitol Annex in Frankfort.  All were in favor.
