RULES GOVERNING INSPECTION OF

THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF THE

KENTUCKY LEGISLATIVE ETHICS COMMISSION
Pursuant to KRS 61.870 to 61.884, the public is notified that, as provided herein, the public records of the above-named Agency of the Commonwealth of Kentucky are open for inspection by any person on written communication between the hours of 8:00 a.m. - 4:30 p.m., Monday - Friday, each week, except holidays, via hand delivery, mail, email, or fax to the Agency’s official custodian of records: Donnita Crittenden, 22 Mill Creek Park, Frankfort, KY  40601, Email:  Donnita.Crittenden@lrc.ky.gov, Phone: (502) 573-2863, Fax: (502) 573-2929.  

Written requests must include: (1) the name of the requesting party (printed or typed legibly); (2) the mailing or e-mail address of the requesting party, if copies of records are requested; (3) whether the request is for a commercial purpose; (4) a specific description of the record(s) requested; (5)  a statement that the person making the request is a resident of the Commonwealth and the manner in which the requester is a resident of the Commonwealth, under KRS 61.870(10); and (6) signature of the requesting party.  Requesters may choose to use the standardized form provided by the Kentucky Office of Attorney General.  See here.

Applicants for the inspection of public records shall be advised of the availability of the records requested for inspection, and shall be notified in writing, no later than five (5) working days after receipt of the written request, of any reason the records requested are not available for public inspection.  Original documents must remain in the Office of the Legislative Ethics Commission. 

Pursuant to KRS 6.601 to 6.849, unless otherwise provided, the Commission shall keep on file the reports and statements required under the Code of Legislative Ethics.  Those reports and statements are available for public inspection and copying during regular office hours at the expense of any person requesting copies of them.  Copies of written material in the public records of this Commission shall be furnished to any person requesting them and there shall be a fee of fifteen (15) cents per page, unless said records are requested for a commercial purpose.  See KRS 61.874(4)(c).  Copies of non written public records (photographs, maps, material stored in computer files, etc.) shall be furnished on request, on payment of a charge equal to the actual cost of producing copies of such records by the most economic process not likely to damage or alter the record, and there shall be a fee of five (5) dollars per CD or flash drive, or ten (10) dollars per DVD, if said records are provided per this method for a non-commercial purpose.
