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QUESTION PRESENTED
May a lawyer/legislator represent a client seeking permission from the Kentucky Workers' Compensation Board to become a self insurer?

DISCUSSION
Section 6.744(3)(a) provides that "a legislator who is properly licensed may, for compensation, represent a client before a state agency in a ministerial function which does not require discretion on the part of the agency..."  In this situation, the lawyer/legislator would be involved in submitting financial and other information to the Kentucky Workers' Compensation Board.  If the information meets the Board's requirements, the self-insurer status is granted.

In addition, Section 6.744(3)(c) provides that Workers' Compensation is an area in which a lawyer/legislator may represent a client for compensation.

OPINION

A lawyer/legislator may represent a client seeking self-insurer status with the Kentucky Workers' Compensation Board in that such activity involves a ministerial function and is therefore permitted under Section 6.744 of the Code.  In addition, this section of the Code also lists Workers' Compensation matters as an area in which a lawyer/legislator may represent a client.
