QUESTION PRESENTED:


May a member of the General Assembly contact an appropriate state agency in support of a constituent's request to transfer a family member to a closer state prison?

OPINION:


Yes.  In OLEC 93-21, the Commission advised that members of the General Assembly as a part of their constituent services may present information on constituent concerns to appropriate state agencies.  Such contacts are informational in nature and do not constitute an attempt to influence a state agency in direct contravention of the public interest at large.
