QUESTION PRESENTED:

May a legislator attend a sporting event with a friend who is an attorney and partner in a firm that is paying for the ticket and food, if the firm has a partner who is a lobbyist, but neither that partner nor any other lobbyist will be in attendance?

OPINION:

The Code of Ethics states that a legislator shall not accept "anything of value" from a legislative agent  or an employer. KRS 6.751(2).  The sporting event ticket is something of value. The legislator would be prohibited from accepting a ticket to a sporting event from a law firm where a partner is a legislative agent, unless the legislator pays the firm the value of the ticket.  

             The partner/legislative agent would be required to report his or her percentage of the firm's expenditure on behalf of the legislator for food and beverages consumed on the premises.
