FACTUAL SUMMARY:

          The Greater Cincinnati Film Commission receives funds from private corporations in the Cincinnati area, the City of Cincinnati, and from the State of Ohio Film Commission. To attract the film industry, the Greater Cincinnati Film Commission sometimes works with the Kentucky Film Commission.

QUESTIONS PRESENTED:
         1.  May a legislator who is an ex-officio member of the Greater Cincinnati Film Commission continue to serve in this non-voting capacity? 

         2.  What if the Greater Cincinnati Commission requests funding from the Kentucky Film Commission?

OPINION:
          Under the Code of Ethics, a legislator may serve as an ex-officio member of the Greater Cincinnati Film Commission. Membership in an Ohio commission is not a position referred to in KRS 6.764, as incompatible with service as a legislator.  If the Greater Cincinnati Film Commission requests funding from the Kentucky Film Commission, the legislator must disassociate himself or herself from such a request for funding.
