QUESTION PRESENTED:

May legislators use their titles, such as "State Senator Bob Johnson", on stationery and envelopes used to solicit contributions or votes for themselves or another candidate?

DISCUSSION:

KRS 6.731(6) provides that legislators shall not "... use his official legislative stationery, or a facsimile thereof, to solicit a vote or a contribution for his or another person's campaign for election or reelection to public office, or use the great seal of the Commonwealth on his campaign stationery or campaign literature.  For purposes of this subsection, official legislative stationery means the stationery used by a legislator on a day-to-day basis for correspondence related to his duties as a member of the General Assembly."


The Code does not place any other restrictions on the use of legislative titles.  Therefore, legislators are not prohibited from using stationery which contains their title to solicit votes or contributions as long as KRS 6.731(6) is complied with.

OPINION:

Legislators may use their titles on stationery and envelopes used to solicit contributions and votes as long as their official legislative stationery is not used and the great seal of the Commonwealth is not used.
