OPINION

FACTUAL SUMMARY:


A state agency produces products for sale to offices, departments, institutions, and agencies of the State.  The agency proposes to hold an open house to display their products and invite all members of the General Assembly to attend.  Lunch would be provided.

QUESTION PRESENTED:


Is this event covered by the Legislative Code of Ethics?

OPINION:


KRS 6.611 (22)(b)  provides that "a public servant acting in his fiduciary capacity as a representative of his agency..." is not a legislative agent.  Therefore, an open house and lunch sponsored by a state agency to display products for members of the General Assembly is not covered by the Code of Ethics.
