KY Legislative Ethics Commission

January 5, 2005

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission (KLEC) held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 A.M. in Room 113 of the Capitol Annex.

Chairman George Troutman called the meeting to order.

Chairman Troutman announced that there was not a quorum present to transact official business.  

Anthony Wilhoit asked Donnita Crittenden to update the Commission on the progress of the Commonwealth Office for Technology’s (COT) computer database and web site upgrade.
