Minutes
KY Legislative Ethics Commission
February 18, 2019
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 129, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the January 9, 2019 meeting. Mr. Kelly requested that a change be made in the minutes.  Mr. Kelly made a motion to approve the minutes as amended. Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Mr. Kelly made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a matter related to a complaint. Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. Goetz made a motion to come out of executive session. Vice-Chair Baugh seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Regarding complaint 18-LEC-05, Mr. George made a motion to allow the filing of a response within 30 days from today’s meeting. Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.
John Schaaf presented the staff report.  He said the budget is on track and in good standing.  Mr. Schaaf informed the Commission multiple informal advisories had been written since the last meeting, and they were included in the board books.
Mr. Schaaf discussed HB 60, which includes the Commission’s recommended changes in the Code of Legislative Ethics.

Laura Hendrix presented a bill chart which tracks certain bills for the Commission to see where they stand in the House and Senate.
