Minutes
KY Legislative Ethics Commission
April 9, 2019
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 9 a.m. in Room 129, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the February 18, 2019 meeting. Mr. Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Mr. Baugh seconded the motion. All were in favor.
John Schaaf presented the staff report.  He said the budget is on track and in good standing.  Mr. Schaaf informed the Commission that many informal advisory opinions had been written since the last meeting, and they are included in the board books.

Mr. Schaaf informed the Commission that 2019 House Bill 60, regarding changes to the Code of Legislative Ethics passed the House by a vote of 99-0 but was not heard in the Senate.

Mrs. Freibert made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a pending motion for reconsideration. Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. Goetz made a motion to come out of executive session. Vice-Chair Baugh seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Mr. Nicholas made a motion to deny the Request for Reconsideration in 18-LEC-05, and authorize the LEC staff to make the order public based on KRS 6.686. Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor. Mr. George abstained from the vote.
