Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

April 13, 2010
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 125, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice-Chair Pat Freibert, Bob Fulkerson, Ann Henn, Norma Scott, and Ray B. White.
Commissioners Absent:  Rebecca Tomblinson, Deborah Jo Durr and Judge Paul Gudgel.

LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Donnita Crittenden, Connie Evans, John Schaaf and Michael Malone.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 6, 2010 meeting.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to elect the chairman and vice-chairman for the Commission.  Mrs. Scott made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Mr. White made a motion to elect Pat Freibert as vice chairman to the Commission.  Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Judge Anthony M. Wilhoit noted that Speaker Greg Stumbo had re-appointed George Troutman to another four-year term.  He administered the oath of office to Chairman Troutman.

John Schaaf reported that some employers registered with the Commission have failed to report compensation paid to their lobbyist.  Approximately 25 employers have not filed any compensation since January 2008.  The Commission asked John to prepare a proposal for them to review at the next meeting.
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Chairman Troutman discussed the January 2010 newsletter regarding 40 employers failing to file their expense reports on time.  He instructed staff to provide a list to the Commission at each meeting reporting who was late and who received an administrative penalty for being late.

Anthony Wilhoit informed the Commission that KLEC needed to prepare and submit new regulations regarding reporting forms and also the online filing system.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss a pending complaint.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn.  Mrs. Henn moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The next meeting is scheduled for May 11, 2010 at 10:30 a.m.
