KY Legislative Ethics Commission

April 19, 2006
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 125 of the Capitol Annex.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 4, 2006 meeting. Congressman Mazzoli moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into executive session to discuss the formal complaint 06-LEC-01.  Mrs. Tomblinson moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Judge Gudgel made a motion to dismiss the formal complaint 06-LEC-01 based on lack of probable cause.  Mrs. Scott seconded the motion to dismiss.  All were in favor.  Staff was instructed to prepare and circulate, for approval by the Commission, an order of dismissal.
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John Schaaf reported that the Southern Legislative Conference would be hosted by the Legislative Research Commission and held in Louisville, Kentucky on July 29 – August 2, 2006.  He further advised that employers of legislative agents and legislative agents could contribute to this conference.

John Schaaf informed the Commission about other conferences being held this year.  The National Conference of State Legislatures will be held in Nashville, Tennessee on August 15-18.  The Council on Governmental Ethics Laws will be held in New Orleans on December 3-6.

John Schaaf discussed a memo presented to the Commission which outlined his review of election finance records that involve lobbyists being officials of PACs.  

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to elect a Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Commission.  Judge Gudgel made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman of the Commission.  Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Judge Gudgel made a motion to re-elect Rebecca Tomblinson as vice chairman of the Commission.  Mrs. Henn seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
