Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

May 8, 2007
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 129 of the Capitol Annex.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Trib Ball, Bob Fulkerson, Judge Paul Gudgel, Ann Henn, Congressman Romano Mazzoli and Norma Scott.

Commissioners Absent:  Vice-Chair Rebecca Tomblinson.
LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Donnita Crittenden, Connie Evans and John Schaaf.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  He stated that Senator David Williams had re-appointed Norma Scott to the Commission for a four-year term.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit administered the oath of office.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the March 13, 2007 meeting.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Scott seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Gudgel made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman and Rebecca Tomblinson as vice chairman to the Commission.  Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman discussed the 2007 Recommended Changes to the Code of Legislative Ethics.  The Code requires the Commission to submit recommended changes to the LRC by July 1 of every odd year.  
Wilhoit informed the Commission that he had traveled to Washington, DC to testify before the House Taskforce Committee regarding the Kentucky Ethics Code and how this Code could work for Congress.
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Wilhoit discussed reporting requirements of legislative agents and employers of legislative agents involving the reporting of expenses associated with receptions, meals or events.  Several questions have come up regarding when to report amounts spent on these types of events.  The Commission unanimously stated that receptions, meals or events should be reported within the reporting period in which they were held.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into executive session to discuss personnel issues.  Mrs. Henn moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Scott seconded the motion.  All were in favor. The next meeting will be held Tuesday, July 10, 2007.
