KY Legislative Ethics Commission

May 14, 2013
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 125, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice-Chair Pat Freibert, Judge David Barber, Deborah Jo Durr, Bob Fulkerson and Vernie McGaha.
Commissioners Absent:  Judge Paul Gudgel and Norma Scott.

LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Donnita Crittenden, Connie Evans, Michael Malone and John Schaaf.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  He stated that Senate President Robert Stivers had appointed Vernie McGaha and re-appointed Pat Freibert to the Commission and Speaker of the House Greg Stumbo had re-appointed Deborah Jo Durr.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit administered the oath of office.

Judge Barber made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman.  Mrs. Durr seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Judge Barber made a motion to re-elect Pat Freibert as vice-chair of the Commission.  Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the August 14, 2012 meeting.  Mrs. Durr moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit informed the Commission the budget was in order and in good standing.
Judge Wilhoit presented a copy of the “The COGEL Guardian” listing five steps which regulators should take to make lobbying registration simpler and more efficient. The KLEC currently does all five steps.
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Connie Evans informed the Commission all fines for January through March have been assessed and collected. There are no outstanding fines.

Judge Wilhoit and John Schaaf discussed the Heartland Conference scheduled for June in Louisville.  The Commission has been asked to help pay for some expenses at this Conference.  Mrs. Durr made a motion to approve staff spending up to $1000 on the Conference.  Judge Wilhoit and Mr. Schaaf will spend the money as they see fit.  Judge Barber seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss a possible complaint.  Mr. Fulkerson moved, and Mrs. Durr seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Judge Barber seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn. Mrs. Freibert moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion. All were in favor. The next meeting is scheduled for June 11, 2013.
