Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

June 12, 2012
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 129 Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice-Chair Pat Freibert, Deborah Jo Durr, Judge Paul Gudgel, Bob Fulkerson and Norma Scott.
Commissioners Absent: Judge David Barber and Ray B. White.
LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Donnita Crittenden, James Curless, Connie Evans, Michael Malone and John Schaaf.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  He stated that Senator David Williams had re-appointed Bob Fulkerson to the Commission for a four-year term and Speaker Greg Stumbo had re-appointed Judge Paul D. Gudgel to the Commission for a four-year term.  Judge Anthony Wilhoit administered the oath of office.

Chairman Troutman asked if anyone had a motion to elect the Chair and Vice-Chair of the Commission.  Mrs. Durr made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman. Judge Gudgel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Norma Scott made a motion to re-elect Pat Freibert as vice-chairman of the Commission.  Bob Fulkerson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 4, 2012 meeting.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Durr seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss a possible complaint.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Durr seconded the motion. All were in favor.
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Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mrs. Durr moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Upon returning from Executive Session, Judge Gudgel made a motion to fine three candidates for the General Assembly $1000 each for failure to file their Financial Disclosure forms in a timely manner.  The candidates’ names are:  Jeremy Warfield, Jerry Shelton and T.K. Broecker.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion.  All voted in favor and it was so ordered.  KLEC staff is to notify each candidate of the order and fine.
John Schaaf discussed the draft Administrative Regulations.  The Commission instructed Mr. Schaaf to send them to the Legislative Research Commission for approval.

John Schaaf discussed the draft KLEC policy limiting payment of overhead, or indirect costs, for special services hired by contract.  Judge Gudgel made a motion to adopt this policy as written.  Mrs. Durr seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

John Schaaf discussed the draft Recommended Changes to the Code of Ethics. The Commission instructed staff to prioritize the recommendations into the top five changes to send over to the Legislative Research Commission by July 1, 2012.  Staff will confer with Pat Freibert and Judge Gudgel to narrow the recommendations.  Mrs. Durr moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn. Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Scott seconded the motion. All were in favor. The next meeting is scheduled for July 10, 2012.
