Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

June 14, 2016
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 125, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Troutman stated that Speaker of the House Greg Stumbo had appointed Anthony Wilhoit to the Commission for a four-year term, and President of the Senate Robert Stivers re-appointed Bob Fulkerson to another four-year term and Tom Jensen to fill the unexpired term of Charles Borders.  Judge Thomas Wingate administered the oath of office.

Elmer George made a motion to re-elect George Troutman as chairman and Pat Freibert as vice-chair of the Commission.  Mr. Wilhoit seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 6, 2016 meeting.  Mr. Winters moved and Mr. Jensen seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Kara Daniel discussed the draft Administrative Regulations, 2 KAR 2:010, 2 KAR 2:020, 2 KAR 2:040, 2 KAR 2:050, 2 KAR 2:060, and 2 KAR 2:070.  Mr. Wilhoit recommended several changes.  The Commission approved the draft Administrative Regulations with the specific changes mentioned in the meeting by Mr. Wilhoit.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mr. Winters seconded the motion. All were in favor.
John Schaaf discussed KLEC draft opinion OLEC 16-01 regarding whether a legislator or candidate can use crowd funding sites such as GoFundMe to raise funds for legislative races.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mr. Winters seconded a motion to approve the opinion as written. All were in favor.
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Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending complaints and personnel issues.  Mr. George moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session. Vice-Chair Freibert moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Mr. Fulkerson made a motion to dismiss the complaint 16-LEC-01, Terry and Missy Sutton v. Senator Ralph Alvarado, based on the recommendation of the Enforcement Counsel, Michael Malone, and the evidence presented.  Mr. Wilhoit seconded the motion. All were in favor.

John Schaaf presented the staff report and informed the Commission there are several informal opinions of the staff included in the board books.
