Minutes
KY Legislative Ethics Commission
July 9, 2019
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 9 a.m. in Room 149, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the May 14, 2019 meeting. Mr. Baugh made a motion to approve the minutes. Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.

John Schaaf presented the staff report. He said the budget is on track and in good standing. Mr. Schaaf stated former Representative Alecia Webb-Edgington has resigned from the Commission due to a conflict with her service as a deputy sheriff.

Mr. Schaaf said many informal advisory opinions had been written since the last meeting, and they are included in the board books.

Mr. Schaaf discussed the draft Recommended Changes to the Code of Legislative Ethics. The Commission decided to reduce the number of recommendations, and asked the staff to bring a revised set of recommendations to the next meeting.
Mr. Schaaf updated the Commission on the Schickel case, in which the U.S. Court of Appeals issued a May 30, 2019 decision favorable to the Commission, upholding key parts of the Code of Legislative Ethics.  A copy of the decision is included in the board books.
Mr. Nicholas made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a possible violation of the Code regarding campaign contributions, and to discuss personnel matters.  Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Mr. Goetz made a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Baugh seconded the motion. All were in favor.
The next meeting is scheduled for August 13, 2019. There being no further business, Mr. Nicholas made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.
