Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

August 9, 2016
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 111, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the June 14, 2016 meeting.  Vice-Chair Freibert moved and Mr. Wilhoit seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

John Schaaf and Kara Daniel presented the staff report.  They discussed raising the registration fee for lobbyists and employers from $250 to $500, the same amount now charged by the Executive Branch Ethics Commission.  The Commission decided not to pursue this at this time.
George Troutman discussed the budget.  He informed the Commission the budget was in order and expenditures as projected.  Staff have been asked to forward a copy of the budget each month to members of the Commission.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending complaints and pending litigation.  Mrs. Durr moved and Mr. Winters seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session. Mr. Fulkerson moved and Vice-Chair Freibert seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mrs. Durr made a motion to dismiss the complaint 16-LEC-02, David Davila v. Senator Damon Thayer, due to lack of evidence to support the case or substantiate the facts.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.
