Minutes
KY Legislative Ethics Commission
August 13, 2019
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 149, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Commissioners Present: Chairman Anthony Wilhoit, Vice-Chair Dan Kelly, Sheldon Baugh, Pat Freibert, Phil Huddleston, Dave Nicholas, and Paula Sherlock. 

Commissioner Absent:  Anthony Goetz.
LEC Staff Present:  Donnita Crittenden, Laura Hendrix, Lori Smither, and John Schaaf.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the July 9, 2019 meeting. Mr. Baugh made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. Huddleston seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. Schaaf presented the staff report. He said the budget is on track and in good standing. Mr. Schaaf said many informal advisory opinions had been written since the last meeting, and they are included in the board books.

Mr. Schaaf and Ms. Hendrix discussed the draft Recommended Changes to the Code of Legislative Ethics.  Mr. Huddleston made a motion to approve the Recommended Changes to the Code of Ethics as written.  Judge Sherlock seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. Schaaf updated the Commission on the status of the Schickel case. The Sixth Circuit Court of Appeals denied Senator Schickel’s request for a rehearing.  Senator Schickel then filed a motion in the U.S. Supreme Court, asking for a two-month extension in which to file a Motion for Certiorari.  That motion was denied, so the Motion for Certiorari will be due in early October.
Mr. Nicholas made a motion to go into executive session to discuss the appointment of an individual employee.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Mr. Baugh made a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Nicholas seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Vice-Chair Kelly made a motion to hire Laura H. Hendrix as the Commission’s new Executive Director, effective September 1, 2019 with the salary being set at the same rate as the current Executive Director for one year.  In one year, the Commission will re-evaluate all staff salaries.  Mr. Nicholas seconded the motion. All were in favor.
The next meeting is scheduled for September 10, 2019. There being no further business, Mrs. Freibert made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Huddleston seconded the motion. All were in favor.
