Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

August 14, 2012
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. in Room 129 Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice-Chair Pat Freibert, Judge David Barber, Deborah Jo Durr, Judge Paul Gudgel, Bob Fulkerson, Norma Scott and Ray B. White.
LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Donnita Crittenden, James Curless, Connie Evans, Michael Malone and John Schaaf.

Guests:  Ballard Cassady, Legislative Agent; Jerry Shelton, Candidate for the Legislature; and T.K. Broecker, Candidate for the Legislature.
Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the June 12, 2012 meeting.  Mrs. Durr moved and Mrs. Scott seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to go into executive session for a preliminary hearing of a complaint.  Mrs. Freibert so moved, and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mrs. Scott so moved and Mrs. Durr seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
Ballard Cassady, a legislative agent charged with contributing to the campaign of a legislative candidate, acknowledged making the contribution and waived an adjudicatory hearing.
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Mr. Fulkerson made a motion that the Commission publicly reprimand Mr. Cassady (for ethical misconduct), fine Mr. Cassady $500, and order him to attend the next training session in January 2013. Ms. Durr seconded the motion, all voted in favor except for Mr. Barber, who recused himself because his wife may be a relative of Mr. Cassady.  An order was prepared, approved by the Commission, and signed by the Chairman.
Michael Malone presented three cases in which legislative candidates failed to file their financial disclosure forms with the Commission. Candidates Jerry Shelton and T. K. Broecker asked to speak before the Commission regarding their failure to file the financial disclosure forms. The Commission decided to uphold the previous orders and fines entered at the last meeting.

Judge Wilhoit informed the Commission the budget was in order and in good standing.
Chairman Troutman thanked Mrs. Freibert and Judge Gudgel for the work on the Recommended Changes to the Code of Ethics.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn. Mrs. Durr moved and Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor. The next meeting is scheduled for September 11, 2012.
