KY Legislative Ethics Commission
September 10, 2019
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 149, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the August 13, 2019 meeting. Mr. Baugh made a motion to approve the minutes. Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Senator John Schickel addressed the Commission.

Mrs. Hendrix presented the staff report. She informed the Commission Emily Dennis had been hired as legal counsel to the Commission. She will begin October 1st. She said the budget is on track and in good standing. Mrs. Hendrix also stated many informal advisory opinions had been written since the last meeting and they are included in the board books.

Mrs. Hendrix discussed having a future Commission meeting out-of-town. The Commission decided to wait until next year and meet somewhere they could also meet with legislators and lobbyists.
The Commission instructed Mrs. Hendrix to investigate how a campaign contribution to a party could be entered as a campaign contribution to a specific legislator.
Mrs. Crittenden discussed updating the Commission website and desktop application used to enter forms filed by lobbyists and employers.  The Commonwealth Office of Technology (COT) is working on an estimate for these updates, a searchable bill section and website improvements.

The next meeting is scheduled for October 8, 2019. There being no further business, Vice-Chair Kelly made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.
