KY Legislative Ethics Commission

January 9, 2008

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the December 4, 2007 meeting.  Mrs. Tomblinson moved and Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.
