Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

November 8, 2005

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 

10 a.m. in Room 129 of the Capitol Annex.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Trib Ball, Bob Fulkerson, Congressman Romano Mazzoli and Norma Scott.

Commissioners Absent: Vice Chair Rebecca Tomblinson, Judge Paul Gudgel and Ann Henn.
LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Donnita Crittenden, Connie Evans and John Schaaf.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the August 8, 2005 meeting. Mrs. Scott moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit reported that John Schaaf and he had just returned from Asheville, North Carolina, where they spoke at the Southern Legislative Conference Fall Meeting.  The Southern Legislative Conference Annual Meeting will be held in Louisville, Kentucky, in July, 2006.
Judge Wilhoit also reported that Donnita Crittenden and John Schaaf conducted several in-house audits on employers and legislative agents who participated in events held during the May 1 through August 31, 2005 reporting period.  All employers and legislative agents have complied with the law and corrected any oversights that were found.

Donnita Crittenden updated the Commission on the status of electronic filing of registration statements by employers and legislative agents. This process is running smoothly and electronic filing should be available on January 1, 2006. 
Judge Wilhoit presented the Draft 2005 Annual Report to the Commission.  The Commission instructed staff to file the report with the Legislative Research Commission on or before December 1st in compliance with KRS 6.666(16).
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Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into executive session to discuss a draft formal opinion.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Congressman Mazzoli moved not to issue the draft formal opinion since prior formal opinions covered the matter adequately.  Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion.  All were in favor. The informal staff opinion, which had already been prepared, was approved by the Commission.
Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to adjourn. Mr. Fulkerson moved and Congressman Mazzoli seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, December 13, 2005, at 10 a.m.
