Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

November 12, 2019

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 131, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the September 10, 2019 meeting. Mr. Baugh made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. Huddleston seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mrs. Hendrix presented the staff report. She said the budget is on track and in good standing. Mrs. Hendrix also stated many informal advisory opinions had been written since the last meeting and they are included in the board books.

Mrs. Crittenden discussed updating the Commission’s desktop application used to enter forms filed by lobbyists and employers and a new bill search option. The Commonwealth Office of Technology (COT) supplied an estimate for the Commission’s review.  Mr. Huddleston made a motion to approve both estimates from COT.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. Nicholas made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation and preliminary inquiries.  Mr. Baugh seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. Goetz made a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Huddleston seconded the motion. All were in favor.  Chairman Wilhoit stated for the record that all discussions during executive session were limited to preliminary inquiries and pending litigation and no final agency action was taken.

Mrs. Crittenden presented the draft Annual Report to the Commission for review.  She asked members to review this report and email her with any changes.  This report would be submitted to the Legislative Research Commission on December 1. 

The next meeting is scheduled for January 8, 2020. There being no further business, Mr. Baugh made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.
