KY Legislative Ethics Commission

November 14, 2006
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 327 of the Capitol Building.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the September 26, 2006 meeting.  Congressman Mazzoli moved and Bob Fulkerson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit informed the Commission that a newsletter had been prepared and would be mailed out in December, to all employers and legislative agents, along with the Updated Registration Statements that are due January 16, 2007.

Donnita Crittenden updated the Commission on the status of electronic filing.  The prototype has been completed by Kentucky.gov.  Once approved, an official version will be created and tested.  Once testing is completed, a final version will be placed on our web site for employers and legislative agents to use.

John Schaaf discussed the reporting requirements on the Financial Disclosure Statement by all Members of the General Assembly, Candidates for the General Assembly and all LRC major management personnel.
