KY Legislative Ethics Commission

November 17, 2008
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 169 of the Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  
Anthony Wilhoit administered the Oath of Office to Commissioner Pat Freibert who was appointed to the Commission on October 23rd by Senate President David Williams.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the October 14, 2008 meeting.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Donnita Crittenden informed the Commission the electronic filing application has not been completed by Ky.gov.
