KY Legislative Ethics Commission

December 1, 2009
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:30 a.m. at the Commission Office, 22 Mill Creek Park, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the September 22, 2009 meeting.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Anthony Wilhoit reported that he and Donnita attended the Lobbyist Retreat in November at Jenny Wiley State Park to train and educate the lobbyists in attendance.
