Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

December 7, 2004

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission (KLEC) held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 A.M. in Room 327 of the Capitol.

Commissioners Present:  Chairman George Troutman, Vice Chair Rebecca Tomblinson, Ann B. Henn, Judge Paul D. Gudgel, Lloyd Clapp, Bob Fulkerson and Dr. Doug Moseley.

Commissioners Absent:  Judge Charles B. Lester and Joe Lane Travis.

LEC Staff Present:  Judge Anthony Wilhoit, Connie Evans, Donnita Crittenden and Crofton Bays.

Chairman George Troutman called the meeting to order.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the October 12, 2004 meeting.  Mr. Clapp moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit informed the Commission that the LEC staff had submitted the 2004 Annual Report to the Legislative Research Commission as required by KRS 6.666(16) of the Code of Legislative Ethics.

Donnita Crittenden discussed the progress of the project with the Governor’s Office for Technology (GOT) upgrading the LEC computer database and web site.  The GOT upgrade is right on schedule and should be available for use by January 1, 2005.

Judge Wilhoit briefly discussed the Code of Legislative Ethics statutory revisions compiled by John Schaaf.  The Code requires the LEC to submit statutory revisions on July 1 of every odd year.  He asked the Commission to review John’s suggestions carefully so that they can discuss them in the near future.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss pending complaints.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Mr. Clapp seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to come out of Executive Session.  Mrs. Henn moved and Mr. Clapp seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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Upon returning from Executive Session, Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to approve an order of dismissal in the Bradley Burtner v. Senator Jack Westwood matter.  Complaint number 04-LEC-05.  Mr. Clapp moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion to dismiss this complaint. All were in favor.  The Chairman then signed the order.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to approve an order of dismissal in the Roger Auge v. Senator Jack Westwood and Marc Wilson matter.  Complaint number 04-LEC-02.  Mr. Fulkerson moved and Dr. Moseley seconded the motion to dismiss this complaint. All were in favor.  The Chairman then signed the order.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to approve an order of dismissal in the Alan Winkenhofer v. Representative C. B. Embry, Jr. matter.  Complaint number 04-LEC-04.  Mr. Clapp moved and Judge Gudgel seconded the motion to dismiss this complaint. All were in favor.  The Chairman then signed the order.

Chairman Troutman asked for a motion to approve an order of dismissal in the Lee Jackson v. Senator David Williams matter.  Complaint number 04-LEC-03.  Dr. Moseley moved and Mr. Fulkerson seconded the motion to dismiss this complaint. All were in favor.  The Chairman then signed the order.
